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Pom-Pom decoration

1.Trace 2 circles onto 2 pieces of
card, with 2 smaller circles
inside.

2. With the scissors cut out each
circle.

3.Place the 2 rings together and
start wrapping some red or
green wool around the card.
Swap colours if you wish. Wrap
until the card ring is full.

4.Slip the scissors in-between the
rings and cut the wool.

5.Tread a piece of wool through
the middle of the two pieces of
card and tie a knot or two. s
Leave this long so you can hang up the pom-pom on the Jesse Tree.

6. Cut the edge or the card and take it away. Trim the edges of the pom-
pom with scissors if they are uneven. Add a stalk — maybe a bit of twig.
Hang the decoration on your Jesse Tree.
